94. APOLOGIES

96. PUBLIC FORUM
(a) Mr. A Lucock – Halewood Shopping Centre
Mr. Lucock raised the issue of vehicles driving on the pavement and causing damage at the shopping centre and requested the Town Councils support to resolve this issue. The Town Manager indicated that he would raise this
matter with the managing agents of the Shopping Centre.
(b) Mr. G Tyrrell – Liverpool FC Training in the Community
Mr. Tyrrell reported that Liverpool FC had withdrawn football training for 5-11 year olds at Halewood Leisure Centre. As this was a much needed activity in the community the Town Council’s support was requested. It was agreed that a letter would be sent to Liverpool FC asking the Club to reconsider its decision.
(c) Mr. B Walker – Speeding Cars
Mr. Walker complained about cars, in particular taxis, speeding in Woodland Road. The Police Officers in attendance at this meeting indicated that they would give this matter their attention.
(d) Ms. P Dagnall – Action List
Miss Dagnall requested that an “Action List” be included in future Council minutes, to provide an update on the matters raised during the Public Forum, of Town Council meetings. This was noted and the Chairman reported that all matters raised during the Public Forum of meetings are dealt with by the Council.
(e) PCSTO J Franco – Local Area Police Update
PCSTO Joe Franco gave a report of current Policing issues in Halewood.
