Agenda Item 5(2)-  Town Manager’s Update
128. PUBLIC FORUM
Having declared an interest in agenda item 5(2), the Chairperson ‘stood down’
Cllr. N Hogg (Vice-Chairman) in the Chair.

(1) Mr. Paul Brennan – Halewood Junior Football League
Mr. Brennan reported that drainage problems were being experienced on the bottom end of the pitches at the Arncliffe Centre and requested the support of the Town Council to address this issue. It was noted that problems were still being experience with the pitches being vandalised by off road vehicles.
The Town Manager indicated that he would address the points raised.

(2) Ms. Dawn Corrie  - Shaping a New Future for Parks and Green Spaces in Knowsley
Ms. Corrie addressed the Council about the proposals made by Knowsley M.B.C. with regard to the Open Spaces in Halewood and asked if the Town Council were in favour of the proposals made, whether there was room for a compromise, commenting that better consultation was required with the community?
(3)  Mr. Gerry Tyrrell - Shaping a New Future for Parks and Green Spaces in Knowsley
Mr Tyrell addressed the Council stating that he hoped Members of the Council would ‘stand steadfast’ against the proposals made by Knowsley MBC to sell off 30% of the parks in Halewood.

(4) Mr. Tommy Swift - Shaping a New Future for Parks and Green Spaces in Knowsley
Mr Swift supported the comments made by the other speakers stating that he accepts ‘times are hard’ but the proposals need to involve residents.
Standing Orders were suspended to allow Members to respond.

Cllr Swann as a member of the Review Board, outlined the work of the Board resulting in the recommendation to establish Knowsley Parks Trust. In doing so, Cllr Swann also referenced that he had been bound by a ‘confidentiality agreement’ and the details of what is now being proposed was only recently known by the Town Council. The Review Board made no decisions on the sites to be selected for sale, this was a decision taken by Knowsley MBC. Cllr Swann clarified the ownership of the various pieces of land in question, that they were owned by Knowsley MBC but leased to the Town Council)  and stressed that Knowsley MBC were still to consult formally with the Town Council on the matter.

Cllr Hamilton confirmed that Cllr Swann had not been allowed to discuss the work of the Board in any detail and that discussions were still to be held with Knowsley MBC. 

A member of the public interrupted the debate demanding the Town Council ‘take a vote’ something Cllr Harvey said Whiston Town Council, had done today. Cllr Hogg advised that this was not possible as the matter was not on the agenda for discussion, a position confirmed by Cllr Swann.

Cllr Hogg confirmed that the Town Council would consult the community again once further information was obtained from Knowsley MBC.

After further interruptions from the public gallery, in conclusion it was stressed that no decisions had been taken on which sites were to be put up for sale, the matter is scheduled to be discussed again by Members of Knowsley MBC in June before a final decision in November.

The Town Manager gave a written update on the following items:-

In addition to the update circulated the Town Manager gave a further verbal report on item 2. It was indicated that a meeting had been held on Tuesday 16th January 2018 with the Leader, Deputy Leader, Directors and Officers of Knowsley M.B.C. together with representatives of the Parish Councils.  At this meeting the whole issue was outlined by the Leader of Knowsley MBC and it was reported that the Business Case will go before the Council in June 2018 with the final Business Case being considered by the Council in November 2018.

3.   Community Governance Review (CGR)
The Town Manager gave a further verbal update on this item reporting that Knowsley Borough Council had at a meeting with Town Clerks held on 16th January, the Monitoring Officer confirmed that the recommendation being put to the Members of  Knowsley MBC in relation to Halewood Town Council envisaged no change to the electoral arrangements and that Member representation would remain the same with 6 Members serving in each Ward. If the recommendations are accepted this would got out to consultation for a 6 week period from February.
