MINUTES SILENCE

A minutes silence was observed as a tribute to the victims of the recent Manchester bomb attack, which included the loss of a local girl and to also to remember those affected by the London fire this week.
21. APOLOGIES
Apologies for non-attendance were received and accepted from Cllr. S Ball, Cllr. D Perry and

22. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST IN ITEMS ON THE AGENDA

23. PUBLIC FORUM

(i) Mr. T Draper/Mr. D Murphy – Kingsthorne JFC
Mr. Draper addressed the Council with a proposal to move Kingsthorne Junior Football Club from Fredrick Lunt playing fields to the Hilton Grace football pitches.  Mr. Draper outlined the reasons behind this request in that the Club had grown in size and now had 18 teams (age 4-16)  participating furthermore, with regard to the covenant on the useage of the land those adult teams playing football were not from Halewood.  He mentioned that the lack of security, changing facilities and car parking at the venue was causing the Club problems. Mr. Murphy mentioned that lack of changing facilities meant that girl’s football could not be accommodated and this was preventing the club from obtaining the next level of Charter Standard. 
Mr. Draper indicated that if this request was approved the Club would be willing to share the pitches with adult teams, would be prepared to maintain the pitches at Hollies and pay the Council the level of fees paid by the adult teams if the Council were to approve this request.
(ii) Mr. J McGuinness – Halewood Junior League
In response to Mr. Drapers proposal, Mr. McGuinness addressed the Council indicating that if this request was to go ahead he would be fearful about the loss of ‘Open age’ football facilities being available in Halewood for when the children currently participating in the Junior League grow up and wish to join adult teams. On a separate issue Mr. McGuinness requested that the ‘Dog Signs’ on the Arncliffe playing fields be reinstated and that the drains on the gated access to the overspill car park receive attention as these appear to have been damaged by contractors who recently used the car park. 
The points raised by Mr. McGuinness were noted and the Chairperson indicated that the proposal raised by Mr. Draper would be considered further by this Council.  Mr. Draper would be informed of the Council’s decision accordingly.
