58. PUBLIC FORUM

Mrs Sue Torpey – Get Connected – Big Help Project
Sue Torpey gave an update on the Big Help Project, specifically the get connected service currently being provided at the Arncliffe Centre.  Numerically, numbers have been low but those people she has helped, have improved their lives immensely.  The funding for the project runs out in November but is being reviewed in October.  Sue believed the service has been very worthwhile and she is keen for the project to continue.   The Chairperson thanked Sue for her update, saying that the Town Manager will discuss ongoing arrangements with her.

Mr Turkington informed the Councillors of the persistent nuisance of the youths on Roseheath Drive, of an evening.  They have scrambler motorbikes and set fireworks off in bins, etc.  Him, his family and the neighbourhood have had enough and would like to know what is being done about it.  He telephones the Police, and if they do answer, ‘they send a Police car three hours later’.  Sergeant Kevin Mackie replied to Mr Turkington, stressing that the Police know what is happening and are trying everything in their power to help, despite the funding cuts.  A long discussion took place on how to make Halewood safer, particularly at the shops at the Halewood Centre.
