(1) Mr. Tony Draper – Kingsthorne JFC
Mr. Tony Draper of  Kingsthorne JFC asked if the Council would be willing to reconsider the Club’s previous application to use the facilities at Hilton Grace Recreation Ground. He indicated that this request is being made due to the recent proposals contained in Knowsley MBC’s ‘Shaping a New Future for Parks and Green Open Spaces’ and the uncertain future of the availability of playing facilities at Frederick Lunt. Mr. Draper indicated that he has addressed the problem of  parking at Hilton Grace Recreation Ground by obtaining use of the car park at the Eagle and Childe public house
Cllr. Hogg responded, saying that should there be any loss of the facilities at Frederick Lunt Playing Fields then the Town Council will seek to provide alternative accommodation for Kingsthorne JFC.

(2) Ms. Dawn Corrie – Shaping a New Future for Parks and Green Spaces in Knowsley
Ms. Corrie asked for an update on Knowsley Borough Council’s proposals with regard to the Open Spaces in Halewood and asked if there are any plans to hold a public meeting,
Cllr. Hogg reported that there would be a Special Town Council meeting on 1st March 2018 at 7pm at the Arncliffe Sports and Community Centre to discuss the Green Space proposals and any  updates would be given at this meeting.

145. ARNCLIFFE CENTRE – DATA CONNECTIONS TO KMBC
The Town Manager presented a report that outlined the proposed work required to maintain the data link connectivity between the Arncliffe Sports and Social Centre and Knowsley MBC consequent upon the proposed work at Holy Family School to demolish the water tower currently providing physical support for the link.

The Town Manager reported that the proposed work would take place over 2 days during which time and there would be some minor disruption to telephone and internet services.
After discussion by Members, it was moved by Cllr. I Hamilton and seconded by Cllr. Mrs. A Farrell that the recommendations contained in the Town Manager’s report be approved.
Cllr. B Swann moved that “before the Council approve the recommendations, contained in the report, a quotation be sought from an alternative provider to trunk out for a direct (underground) link to the national network, and if this is not cheaper then proceed with the recommendations contained in the report” This was seconded by Cllr. 147. HILTON GRACE RECREATION GROUND
The Council considered the report of the Town Manager. This sought direction on a proposal by Kingsthorne JFC to share use of Hilton Grace Recreation Ground for a trial period until the end of the football season.  The Town Manager outlined the requirements of the Club which requested use of the facilities of a Sunday and included use of the kitchen and storage for equipment.  It was noted that the Club are prepared to make a contribution towards the staff and running costs at the same level as the two adult teams do for use of the pitch, and would also be willing to use their plant and equipment for the maintenance of the pitches. Kingsthorne JFC has also indicated that they would be regular users of the facilities in Hollies Hall for fundraising events and award celebrations.  The arrangements made by the Club for the provision of additional car parking were noted.

148.  HALEWOOD COMMUNITY GRANTS FUND (HCGF) – FEBRUARY 2018
(i) Application 17/18-9 – Kingsthorne JFL
An application was considered from Kingsthorne JFL for a grant of £500 towards the cost of new mini soccer goals, balls, first aid kits and a pitch roller.
(ii) Application 17/18-10 – Halewood Academy
An application for a grant of £1000 was received from Halewood Academy towards the cost of holding a Dance and Drama Showcase on 6th March 2018 as a Charity event to raise money for Claire House Children’s Hospice.
The Town Manager outlined the arrangements that had been made in previous years to provide grant funding to Halewood Academy to stage pantomimes, although this had not been requested in recent years.  It was noted that no specific budget provision had been made for this purpose this year however sufficient funds were available in the general grants fund should the Council wish to consider awarding a grant.
